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The following services constitute COBC’s functional behavior assessment (FBA) process. Though each FBA is conducted in a similar way, all information is specific to your child or student(s). Each of the following is part of our protocol and can be discussed in more depth by contacting one of our consultants. 
Conduct Student Observations

· A minimum of 2 classroom observations, approximately 2 hours in length

· Observations will be conducted on two different days at two different times of day
· Observations will be conducted by two different observers
· Classroom observation may or may not include some discussion with teachers, support staff and/or related services staff (COBC will take all precautions not to interrupt the instructional day).

· Observations will be conducted in more than one setting in which the student participates (home room, resource room, art room, gym, lunch, related services rooms, etc…).
Student, Parent and/or Teacher(s)/Staff Interviews: 
· Interviews consist of a series of questions related to the student’s behavior. The purpose of the interviews is to gain access to any additional information about behaviors and behavior patterns the student may not have engaged in during the observations. 

Conduct a Records Review:
· COBC will review all pertinent student records (including but not limited to): 
· Current and past IEP’s
· Current and past ETR’s
· Progress Reports
· Incident Reports
· Previous FBA’s
· Current and past Behavior Intervention Plans
· Daily communication/Data Logs
We feel it is an important piece of the overall process to take the data we have collected, analyze it to identify any trends and determine a hypothesis of function (what is maintaining the behavior) for each identified problem behavior. This analysis leads to the creation of recommendations for a behavior intervention plan. 
The plan will include:

· A brief profile of student strengths 

· Operational definition of each identified problem behavior

· Intervention strategies based on identified setting events, antecedents and consequences

· Recommendations for appropriate replacement behaviors to be taught/reinforced

IEP Team Meeting:
· The results of the FBA and recommended behavior intervention plan are presented to the IEP team by COBC in an IEP meeting. COBC works collaboratively with the team to develop the behavior intervention plan to be implemented. 

· COBC works collaboratively with the IEP team to develop appropriate tools for data collection and progress monitoring (if applicable). 

Staff Training on Behavior Intervention

· Following the IEP team meeting, and upon agreement of a behavior intervention plan, COBC provides a 2-3 hour training for IEP team members and others who work directly with the student.  
· Training is specific to the student’s plan. It also includes information on data collection and interpretation of data as a way to monitor behavior change.
· COBC is available for questions regarding the plan and/or data collection at any time (outside of scheduled observations).
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
